Kilmore QuayHarbour, Co. Wexford is a meditsized harbour used by fishing vessels for whitefish
and shellfish, i.e., lobster, crab, and scallops. Commercial charter vessels engaged-sealeep
angling and tourist visits to the Saltee Islands and by leisure craftyaehts, and motor cruisers
also use it. No cargo vessels use the harbour.
